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Climate change, according to most scientific studies, is real and it is happening. To a significant extent, the causes are anthropogenic. Many in civil society are calling for urgent action: to address anthropogenic causes of climate change and hence to abate together climate change in the future; to adapt to the consequences of climate change that is occurring and will continue to occur by reason of greenhouse gas emissions already caused by past human activity; and to remedy damage and loss caused by reason of anthropogenic climate change. 

In aid of the call for action, resort is being had to litigation. Climate change litigation invoked a diverse range of causes of action, in common law and statute; in private and public law; and in national and international law. The paper will canvass this growing field of climate change litigation, giving an overview of current patterns and some insight into possible future trends.
